A message from our Pastor:
Dear Parishioners,

What an amazing weekend this is! As if the
Feast of Pentecost was not important enough, today we
also kick off the celebration of our parishes 50th
anniversary. For half a century, the people in this part
of Union, and beyond, have gathered in this spot, under
the inspiration and title of the Holy Spirit, to give praise
and thanksgiving to almighty God. In return, God has
blessed this parish in so many different and beautiful
ways.

Chief among those blessings are, most
certainly, the people of the parish themselves. 50 years
ago, in 1963, because of overcrowding at St. Michael’s
and St. Genevieve’s, a faithful and courageous group of
people, under the leadership of Fr. George Drexler,
accepted the challenge of Archbishop Boland to begin a
new parish located between the other two. Many of
these “founding families™ are still with us, and still tell
the stories of those first days of gathering for Mass at
McCracken Funeral Home and Kawameeh School.
Baptisms were held in the rectory, or in a nearby
church, and it was all rather exciting. Next came the
fund raising campaigns to finance the church and
school buildings, and finally the day arrived, three years
later, when they were dedicated by the Archbishop and
the new parish finally had a permanent home.

Since those early days, Holy Spirit has grown
to become on the largest and most active parishes in the
Archdiocese of Newark. In the past 50 years, thousands
of people have come through the front doors to hear
God’s Word proclaimed, to be nourished with the
Eucharist, to hear the comforting words of Absolution,
to be Confirmed, Married and, sadly, buried with the
rites of the Church. At the same time, countless people
of faith have gone beyond themselves to care for the
sick, to feed the poor, to advocate for justice for the
unborn and the elderly. Thousands of children have
had the Good News proclaimed to them in Holy Spirit
School and in the Religious Education Program.

Socially, the parish has come together on too
many occasions to number to enjoy being in each
other’s company, to eat, laugh, and dance to help build
up the marvelous community that exists today.

As we celebrate this phase of our story, and as
we look forward to what is to come, we do so in the
certain knowledge that if we keep Jesus as the center of
what we do and who we are, our future potential is as
limitless as our dreams allow. Are we the “perfect”
parish? Certainly not. But are we trying to make it so?
Most certainly. Happy Anniversary to all of us! May
God, who has begun the good work in this parish, bring
it to completion.

¢ The windows on the pulpit side represent the

Earthly life of Jesus.

The windows on the Tabernacle side represent

the Risen life of Jesus.
